


Furthermore, the 2019 stickers will be available from 1 October upon request, by
filling out the attached form and sending it to the Membership Department by email:
membership@icom.museum. A hologram will make them unforgeable.

Unused 2018 stickers should be returned to the Secretariat by 31 December at the
latest, and all outstanding dues should be sent in by the same date. The Secretariat will
ensure that the number of stickers distributed corresponds to the actual number of members
up to date with their dues, in keeping with ICOM’s accounting standards. As a result, the
2019 stickers will be sent to you after receiving the remainder of the 2018 stickers.

In addition, I would like to remind you that new member cards are produced,
respecting ICOM’s graphic charter, adopted in 2016. The old cards in circulation remain
valid, and are not systematically replaced. Consequently, both models are accepted by the
institutions allowing free entry for ICOM members. I invite you to share this information and
the attached image with your National Committee, and particularly, with institutional
members.

Lastly, please bear in mind that the numbering of new institutional members is now
generated in alphanumeric numbers (beginning with the letter ‘M”). Institutions, members or
non-members, which already existed in our database, keep a numeric numbering (beginning
without the letter ‘M”). Thus, both numbering systems will continue to be used concurrently.

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CATEGORIES OF COUNTRIES

To reflect the economic realities even more accurately, ICOM membership policy is composed of four
categories of countries. These are defined according to the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) per capita by
Purchasing Power Parity (PPP) of every State, as published by the International Monetary Fund in April
2017 and in accordance to the exchange rate of the European Central Bank in force. These are updated
every three years, the last time in 2018.

For certain countries, the International Monetary Fund does not communicate any data. ICOM uses then
other sources of information to obtain the GDP per capita for these countries (World Bank, Cia.gov...).

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STATUTORY RULES AND PROCEDURES

1. BANK ACCOUNT

In accordance with article 5 (d) of the Rules for National Committees, "all money received by the
National Committee shall be deposited in a bank account established for the purpose and all
payments made on behalf of the Committee shall be made from that bank account”. Indeed, a National
Committee of ICOM is a separate legal entity.

Therefore, a private bank account (in the name of the president, the treasurer or other) must not be used
by a National Committee neither to receive dues nor to transfer them to the Secretariat’s account.

2. MEMBERSHIP RATES

Article 5, section 1, of the ICOM Statutes provides that "the rate [of the annual membership fee] is
stipulated by the Executive Board and approved by the General Assembly". These rates are those that
must be paid in Euros by the National Committee to the Secretariat's account.

"In addition to the annual subscription determined by the Executive Board the National Committee may
impose a surcharge that shall be clearly identified as such for the purposes of the National Committee”,
according to article 4 (b) of the Rules for National Committees. This surcharge may also be used by the
National Committee to cover the bank charges related to the dues transfers to the Secretariat, in
particular the exchange rate fluctuations.

3. COLLECTING OF MEMBERSHIP DUES

According to article 6.1. of ICOM Internal Rules, "a National Committee shall be a primary channel of
communication between the members and the ICOM headquarters, and shall in particular be responsible
for [...] the collecting of annual subscriptions on behalf of ICOM and their transmission to the
Secretariat”.

As a result, ICOM members are required to pay their annual dues to their National Committee, not
directly to the Secretariat.

4. TRANSMISSION OF MEMBERSHIP DUES

> When ?

According to article 4.f. of the Rules for National Committees, the membership dues must be transferred
to the Secretariat no later than 1 April 2019.

In order to anticipate this deadline, the National Committees are invited to collect the membership dues
as soon as possible, during the last quarter 2018.

The membership is annual and covers the calendar year in question (article 5.2. of the Statutes of ICOM).
Unless otherwise notified by the members, the dues received after 30 September will cover the
membership fee of the following year.

> To whom ?

The dues shall be transferred to the Secretariat, in totality and in a single payment. In the event

that a Committee is exceptionally compelled to make the transfer of dues in two payments, the
Committee is invited to inform the Secretariat accordingly. The second payment must be transferred no
later than 30 June 2019.
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> How ?

When transferring the dues, please send imperatively to the Secretariat the following informations:
- bank references (in case of bank transfer) and object of payment,
- list of members (category and membership number) for whom the payment was made.

Dues are to be paid to the Secretariat in Euros. There are three methods of payment:

When paying by bank transfer, please make sure that the amount you send is sufficient to cover bank
handling charges and that full details concerning payment, including the name of the National
Commiittee, are mentioned on the transfer order.
